Additional Comments Related to Review of Disparities Plans from Other Initiatives

· Data for same groups targeted by tobacco companies; look at how tobacco companies are targeting populations; analyze review data in the same way
· Several organizations do not have collaborative strategic plans:

· Coordinating planning efforts at local level

· Importance of sharing plans/ collaborating/coordinating between state-level organizations, state and local organizations
· Importance of looking at disparities in a positive way:  if a particular population is doing well, why and is there anything that can be learned/applied to other populations?
· Cost/benefit; potential of applying more sources to certain specific population efforts to get greater benefit.  

· Need vs. prevalence or number affected (i.e., some populations may have a high “need” or prevalence but low numbers vs. other populations with low prevalence but high numbers, especially related to geographic disparities)
